Press, sono state svolte le seguenti Units:

UNIT 7: “Home sweet home!”; Competences: talk about
houses, talk about the past. Vocabulary: parts of the
house and furniture. Grammar: Past simple: irregular
verbs. Past continuous. Past simple vs past continuous.
Culture. Communication.

UNIT 8: “Our beautiful world"; Competences: talk about
places, make comparisons. Vocabulary: The natural
world, animals. Grammar: Articles. Comparative and
superlative adjectives. Culture. Communication.

UNIT 9: “A bright future!”; Competences: talk about jobs,
intentions, predictions and future arrangements.
Vocabulary: Jobs, job characteristics, future time
expressions. Grammar:Be going to for intentions and
predictions. Present continuous for future arrangements.
Culture. Communication.

UNIT 10: “In the city!”; Competences: talk about cities, talk
about the future, talk about real conditions. Vocabulary:
Places in cities. Compound nouns: cities. Grammar: will
for predictions, future facts, promises, spontaneous
decisions. First conditional; time clauses. Culture.
Communication.

UNIT 1: “It's my life! ”; Competences: talk about life choices
and events, talk about probability, give defining



information. Vocabulary: Life choices and events: Uses of
get. Grammar: may, might, will: degrees of certainty.
Defining relative clauses. Culture and communication.

UNIT 2: “Live by the rules!”: Competences: talk about
housework, talk about rules, talk about obligation and
prohibition. Vocabulary: Household chores, make and do.
Grammar: cenni sui modal verbs: have to, be allowed
to, must and mustn’t, mustnt vs have to.

UNIT 3: “So happy together!”: Competences: talk about
relationships, talk about duration and ongoing situations,
use reflexive and reciprocal pronouns. Vocabulary:
Relationships, adjectives of emotion + of/with. Grammar:
Present perfect with for and since. Reflexive and
reciprocal pronouns. Culture and communication.

UNIT 6: " A better world!”: Competences: talk about the
environment, talk about ongoing and recent actions and
situations. Vocabulary: The environment, activism.
Grammar: Present perfect continuous, present perfect
continuous vs present perfect simple. Culture and
communication.
